HCC Consultation on the Blue Badge scheme

The Government is making changes to the Blue Badge scheme, and Hampshire County Council
would like to hear what users of the scheme and carers of people who use the scheme, think of
the proposals. The consultation will be split into two phases.

Phase 1: Consultation on the proposed changes to the charge for a Blue Badges (current
consultation).

Phase 2: Consultation on proposed options for mobility assessments (this part of the consultation
will take place in 2012).

The phase one consultation will be eight weeks long rather than the normal 12 weeks. This is
because the national changes, around badge production and the cost, apply from January 2012.
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The shorter consultation will ensure that your views can be fully considered before
recommendations are made.

Should Hampshire have a countywide bulk oil-buying scheme?

Following recent media coverage of the bulk oil buying scheme set up by Oxfordshire Rural
Community Council, Community Action Hampshire has received several enquiries about whether
we are thinking of doing something similar in Hampshire.

Oxfordshire RCC has used the model of a local buying syndicate for domestic heating oil but rolled
this out across the whole county. This scheme has also been tried and tested by rural community
councils elsewhere in England. Individual householders, community organisations and businesses
can all join the scheme.

Community Action Hampshire is interested in finding out what people think about this idea. We are
aware that there are a number of successful village groups already in existence. We also know
from the enquiries we have received that there are many areas where this is not the case.

Hampshire County Council Small Grants Scheme:
Countryside Access Fund and Biodiversity Fund

The HCC Small Grants Scheme consists of the Countryside Access fund for countryside access
and rights of way and the Biodiversity fund for conservation projects to benefit the habitat or
species particularly important to a site.

Advice and up to 50% of the total project cost is available, up to a total grant of £10,000.
The Small Grants Scheme is open to:

Parish or Town Councils.

Landowners may also apply to the Countryside Access fund.

Other organisations (e.g. charities, volunteer/community groups) may apply to the
Countryside Access Fund for interpretation materials (e.g. mapboards, leaflets), however
for practical improvements the organisation will need to contact the relevant Parish/Town
Council to apply on its behalf.
